Trent Bosch Clas

Experience

As | pulled on to Trent's property the
first day of class, | saw his Bearded
Pigmy Goat. What? David Nittmann’s
taking the class??!! (Sorry David... but
have you seen Trent's goat?!)
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With only four students, Trent's
classes are designed for a lot of
individualized  attention. With a
Vicmarc and three Robust lathes
students get a chance to work on
some of the best machines out there.
As one might expect Trent emphasizes
safety from the get go, starting with
taking the chainsaw out back for a
lesson in how he safely cuts up logs
into bowl blanks. A quick demo on
proper tool techniques and forming a
bowl followed then we were off and
running with Trent providing some very
helpful constructive criticism as we
went about roughing out bowls and
turning to a finished wet wood product.

Trent favors the swept back grind for
bowl gouges using the Ellsworth jig
which gives you about a 60 degree
bevel and a long wing. | immediately
found this grind to be less aggressive
and much easier to control than my
own tools and gave me a more
versatile tool that | could also use for
shear scraping. | had been grinding my
bowl gouges using the Wolverine Vari-
Grind jig, properly set up per
instructions to obtain a 45-degree
bevel angle, but never seemed to get
the wings swept back as far as | would
like. Following Trent's suggestion to
ignore the instructions that came with
the jig, back in my shop, | re-set it per
his directions; setting the Vari-Grind jig
to a 45-degree angle, (I think the Vari-
Grind instructions are 23 degrees).

Then starting with my bowl gouge |
had brought to class, and that now had
the Ellsworth grind (smart move!), |
kept the protrusion from the tool holder
and the support arm loose, got the
nose of tool on the grinder, locked
down the tool holder and moved the
support arm back and forth to get the
wings close to the right position as |
swung the tool. Back to adjusting the
nose bevel, then the wings again. A
few more tweaks like that and I'm
getting a decent Ellsworth swept back
grind and, at least for me, a tool that |
have much better control with.

Having mastered the art of bowl
turning on my first try in class (oh
really!) | thought I'd get some
instruction on turning a platter.
Somehow platters always give me fits,
especially trying to get a nice ogee
curve and leave a nice wide rim. | may
not be there yet but Trent did a great
platter demo and explained how to

make the cuts and plan out the design.
He was able to help me “see” the
design and avoid mistakes | had been
making. | also found that using the
swept back gouge as a shear scraper
went a long way to helping me obtain a
good looking ogee curve.

The next day focused on hollow forms
and after another great demo and
thorough explanations of the process
we spent the day creating a couple
hollow forms, one shaped to practice
carving a flower petal design at the
opening. Trent had recently done a
hollow form demo at a FRW club
meeting using tools he designs and
manufactures and | was eager to try
out these tools. | wasn't disappointed
and found his hollowing tools to be
easier to control that some of the ones
| own (time to get out the check book!).

The final day we spent discussing a
number of topics such as turning and
drying green wood, finishes, carving,
texturing, burning, sandblasting and
other surface treatments, with Trent
showing us how he uses a variety of
tools for these purposes. Then it was
back to the lathe or carving stand to
work on what ever we wanted to. Over
all I thought this was an excellent class
held in a beautiful relaxed rural setting.
Trent is very laid back and able to
share his knowledge and experience in
ways that are easy to understand as
well as observe where students are
struggling and help them learn from
mistakes and make corrections. At the
end there were LOTS of shavings to
clean up (no extra charge!) Thank you
PHEOG committee for my opportunity
to attend this class!

April's Demonstration

Stu Batty gave us a great
demonstration on  cutting  and
sharpening techniques, discussed
metallurgy as it pertains to our needs,
as well as provided an informative and
useful critique on three items chosen
by others.

Stu begins by giving a critique on a set
of nested bowls, a segmented bowl,
and an end grain bowl, all chosen by
others. As it worked out, these

selections covered the gamut of bowls
nicely for critiquing purposes.

Metallurgy involved in various tools
produced today.

Stu utilizes the push cut whenever
possible. This cut will reduce the need
for sandpaper considerably when done
properly and with sharp tools. There
are several things to note from this
picture. Look at his stance. He is
starting his cut and he has room to
move the tool throughout his planned
cut. His body won't be in the way
because he has planned what position
to be in to begin the cut and equally
. . . . important, where his body and tool will
His seven considerations for turning be at the finish of the cut. For this right
correctly. And, when one has these hand cut, notice his left hand position,
down pat, turning is much more fun! function, and relation to the tool rest.
The left hand helps to start the initial
cut. After that, its only function is to
provide a minimal amount of
downward force. If it does anything
else in a push cut, it is screwing up the
cut. His left hand is away from the tool
rest, underneath the tool, providing
perhaps 2 pounds of downward force.
Nothing else. His right hand provides
the guidance, depth of cut, rate of cut
(throttle like on a motorcycle, opening
and closing the gouge), essentially
providing all the control.

April's shop tour was at the studio of
Ken Miller's. There were over a couple
of dozen that attended. All seemed to
have a good time sharing tips and
stories, shop talk. Shop tours are a
great way to see how others ‘build a
better mouse trap’ or how what they
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did didn't work out as well as they
would have liked. And honestly, it's
motivation to get the shop cleaned up!
I had all the wood on the side of the
house on the floor in the shop and all
the wood on the corner shelf also on
the floor in the shop. | don't think six
visitors would have fit comfortably in
the shop. Okay, that's an
exaggeration...perhaps seven or eight.
LOL. Thanks guys for showing up.

Burls and Box Elder anyone?

Well, actually, | had a lot of wood that |
was giving away. Not many took
advantage of it though. There were
some curly silver maple, walnut, highly
figured cottonwood, willow, and most
valued... treewood.

When you get a new, bigger lathe, ya
gotta turn something that pushes the
limits of that lathe. Well, at least just
once! This vessel took about half the
time of the Indian blanket vessel
pictured above. | had all of the red oak
portion of this vessel held onto an
MDF stepped (two layer with the top
layer fitting on the inside) with a bead
of hot melt glue around the outside
and one around the inside,
unsupported at the other end. | had to
clean up the inside glue residue using
a scraper freehand.

Discussing why the small vessel took
much more time... it's all in the feature
ring as I'm pointing to.
